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Policy Statement.

The Staff and Governors of Holy Trinity C of E Primary School are fully committed to achieving high standards of discipline and behaviour in our school.

The School Policy for Behaviour sets out clearly our aims and objectives and the code of conduct we expect from our pupils.  All Staff are in agreement with the Policy and implement it consistently so that pupils understand what is expected of them and know the boundaries of behaviour.

Through the Behaviour Policy, we aim to promote among pupils, self-discipline, a respect for authority, care and respect for others and an understanding that good behaviour is rewarded but bad behaviour will be punished.

However, if a pupil’s behaviour continues to be disruptive or violent, in spite of applying all the measures in the Behaviour Policy, and undermines the quality of teaching and learning for other pupils, then procedures for the exclusion of the pupil will commence.

In dealing with incidents resulting in exclusion of a pupil, the Head Teacher and Governing Body will follow the Guidelines for Exclusion by Wiltshire Education Authority, as set out in their document, ‘Pupil Exclusions - Guidelines for Head Teachers.  This Policy is based on the provisions of the 2002 Education Act.

Pupils who are excluded will be provided with work for the first 5 days by the school. After that, they will be referred to the EWO, and the Operations Manager, Primary Behaviour Support Service who will organise their educational provision until they come back to school or are admitted to another school.
